White Deer Athlete Contract

The right to participate in athletics is a privilege that is earned and may be revoked for not
following the athletic department policies. These policies were established so that the athletes
and their parents can understand what is expected of them. Athletics is not mandatory for
graduation from high school, but are offered as an extra-curricular activity.

No student athlete shall be involved in the use of Tobacco in any form:
1% offense: Corrective measure from first offense category
2" offense: Corrective measure times two
Possession or use of Alcohol, Drugs or related substances:
1% offense: Immediate suspension for two weeks including 2 corrective measures
2" offense: Immediate suspension for 30 school days including 4 corrective measures
3" offense: Immediate removal from the athletic program for the remainder of the
student’s eligibility.
Distributing Alcohol, Drugs or related substances
1% offense: Immediate suspension for 30 school days including 4 corrective measures
2" offense: Immediate removal from the athletic program for the remainder of the
student’s eligibility.
Selling or distributing illegal or illicit drugs:
1% offense: Immediate removal from the athletic program for the remainder of the
student’s eligibility.
Severe misconduct or inappropriate behavior at school:
ISS: Corrective measure from first offense category.
Expulsion: Suspension for one week after expulsion time is served.
Unexcused missed practice:
1% offense: Corrective measure from first category and % game suspension.
2" offense: Corrective measures times two and full game suspension.
3" offense: Corrective measure times four and two full game suspension.
Conduct unbecoming of an athlete:
1% offense: Counseling, Corrective measures, parent conference
2" offense: Corrective measures times two full game suspension.
3" offense: Suspension for one calendar year.

All athletes will completely finish one sport before starting another. This includes locker
assignments, meetings, workouts, scrimmages, or games. When a sport makes the play-
offs, J.V. level athletes will be given the choice of staying in the current season or going to
their next sport. Athletes that do not comply can be suspended from post-season play.

I agree to all terms and conditions of playing and participating in athletics for White
Deer Schools. | understand that participation in athletics is a great privilege and I will
represent my school and community with class, dignity and sportsmanship.
