Student Eligibility Criteria:
White Deer ISD has adopted the thirteen criteria delineated in Texas Education Code §29.081 and redefined by Senate Bill 702 as the

sole criteria used in identifying students who are eligible to receive intensive, supplemental services. These criteria include the
following:

A student at risk of dropping out of school includes each student who is under 21 years of age and who...

Is in pre-kindergarten, kindergarten or grade 1,2, or 3, and did not perform satisfactorily on a readiness test or assessment instrument administered during
the current school year;

Is in grade 7, 8, 9, 10, 11, or 12, and did not maintain an average equivalent to 70 on a scale of 100 in two or more subjects in the founc-iation cl_lrriculufn
during a semester in the preceding or current school year or is not maintaining such an average in two or more subjects in the foundation curriculum in
the current semester;

Was not advanced from one grade level to the next for one or more school years. The exception is a student who did not advance from Pre-K or
Kindergarten to the next grade level only as a result of the request of the student’s parents.

Did not perform satisfactorily on an assessment instrument administered to the student under Subchapter B, Chapter 39, and who has not in the previous
or current school year subsequently performed on that instrument or another appropriate instrument at a level equal to at least 110 percent of the level of
satisfactory performance on that instrument;

Is pregnant or is a parent; .
Has been placed in an alternative education program in accordance with §37.006 during the preceding or current school year;
Has been expelled in accordance with §37.007 during the preceding or current school year;

Is currently on parole, probation, deferred prosecution, or other conditional release;

Was previously reported through the Public Education Information Management System (PEIMS) to have dropped out of school;
Is a student of limited English proficiency, as defined by §29.052;

Is in the custody or care of the Department of Protective and Regulatory Services or has, during the current school year, been referred to the department
by a school official, officer of the juvenile court, or law enforcement official;

Is homeless, as defined by 42 U.S.C. §11302, and its subsequent amendments; or

Resided, in the preceding school year, or who resides, in the current school year, in a residential placement facility within the district,

including a detention facility, substance abuse treatment facility, emergency shelter, psychiatric hospital, halfway house, or foster group
home

*Homeless students, as defined by 42. U.S.C. Section 11302, and its subsequent amendments-

1) The term “homeless” or “homeless individual or homeless person” includes-an individual who lacks a
fixed, regular, and adequate nighttime residence; and
2) an individual who has a primary nighttime residence that is
a. asupervised publicly or privately operated shelter designed to provide temporary living accommodations (including welfare hotels,
congregate shelters, and transitional housing for the mentally ill);
b. an institution that provides a temporary residence for individuals intended to be institutionalized; or
¢. apublic or private place not designed for, or ordinarily used as, a regular sleeping accommodation for human beings.



NEEDS ASSESSMENT SUMMARY

White Deer Elementary/Junior High used several items that contributed to the comprehensive needs
assessment. The process for the needs assessment began at the end of the past school year by
evaluating the progress on the strategies and goals met in the 2010-2011 campus plan. All
professional staff had the opportunity to provide input on this step. The needs for the campus were
considered for the professional development required for all staff during the summer and during in-
service. The needs for students’ academic progress, STAAR, staff performance, parental
involvement, technology software, safety, and increase in technology integration were determined as
high priorities. The staff met on 8/16/2011 to discuss the needs for the campus for the school year
and future years in the areas for students, staff, facilities, and community. The following data was
used by the campus committee for review and consideration to determine the areas in need of
Improvement.

Parent involvement is an area in which White Deer Elementary—Junior High will continue to
strive for improvement particularly in the area of parent notification of events, assemblies, and
opportunities for increased participation. This will be achieved through electronic formats, phone
calls, notes, and websites. Some of the activities include: parent surveys, fall and spring open
houses, academic progress reports for students, parental lunches and breakfasts, volunteer
opportunities and other possibilities.

Based on our examination of the data disaggregation, the campus staff will prepare students for
STAAR and/or other assessments. It was determined that the data from the 2011 testing
indicated that the economically disadvantaged students were the group that needed the most
intervention. The students cannot be specifically identified but all students struggling need
intervention. This type of philosophy will always address all students needing improvement.

A RTI committee was formed to evaluate the RTI process for the campus. The committee
determined new processes and paperwork for tracking the students’ progress. The committee
determined the need for an assessment system to place students on the separate tiers. The
student assessment and intervention program will begin implementation in the fall of 2011.

This campus will provide tutorial interventions for students in 6 — 8 grades who are failing at the
mid six week progress reporting time on an as needed basis. There will be mandatory tutorials for
6th - 8th graders who are receiving a failing grade on their progress report. Tutorial period allows
students to do daily class work, subject tests, and includes students who exhibit poor work ethic
and inconsistency completing assigned work. The tutorial class period will also provide STAAR
intervention to identified students. The master schedule for the junior high was restructured to
accommodate 7th and 8th grade college readiness grant criteria.

The second year of the college readiness grant will provide the continuation of the career

awareness and college readiness skills by the junior high teachers that have been trained. The
second year of the grant will also provide professional development training for the 7th and 8t

grade teachers at the Texas Middle School Association Conference in Galveston, Texas on March 1
-3, 2012.

The Elementary / Junior High department grade level meetings will utilize to discuss and
determine the best way to address short and long term deficiencies that have been identified from
the STAAR, TPRI, benchmark testing, three week progress reports, and six week student report
card results.

The Elementary/Junior High campus has recognized the need to bring more technology into the
classroom. This will be developed through teacher training, technology mentors, and more
computers for students in the classroom. A technology team is being sent to a state technology
convention to bring back ideas for our campus to implement.

The need to improve the delivery of RTI will be addressed with more professional development for
a core team to help restructure the delivery of services to students. The addition of the I-station
program for teachers to provide specialized intervention for identified students.

The Elementary/Junior High campus SBDM team met to consider and evaluate parts of the
Campus Improvement Plan that needed to be updated during the month of August. The SBDM
team will present the plan for the year to the school board during the September board meeting.
